	Uses
Fasimec Duo S is a broad spectrum parasiticide for the treatment and control of gastrointestinal nematodes, liver fluke, lungworms and nasal bots and the associated diseases

	

	Dosage
Bodyweight should be assessed accurately before calculating the dose. Fasimec Duo S is for oral administration using a suitably calibrated dosing gun. The container should be shaken thoroughly before use. Drenching equipment should be cleaned before and after use.
The dose rate is 2 ml / 10 kg bodyweight, equivalent to 0.2 mg ivermectin and 10 mg triclabendazole per kg bodyweight. If animals are to be treated collectively rather than individually, they should be grouped according to their bodyweight and dosed accordingly, in order to avoid under- or over- dosing.
Fasimec Duo S for Sheep is recommended to be administered once to susceptible ewes pre lambing (in winter), and once to susceptible ewes and replacement lambs in autumn. The administration of product should only be repeated following veterinary advice on the local epidemiological situation.
If treatment is to be repeated, a minimum of 9-week interval must be observed in order to avoid accumulation of residues.

Withdrawal period
Meat - 57 days. Not for use in animals producing milk for human consumption.
Contraindications
Special warnings for each target species
Care should be taken to avoid the following practices because they increase the risk of development of resistance and could ultimately result in ineffective therapy:
Too frequent and repeated use of anthelmintics from the same class, over an extended period of time.
Under dosing which may be due to underestimation of bodyweight, misadministration of the product or lack of calibration of the dosing device (if any).
Suspected clinical cases of resistance to anthelmintics should be further investigated using appropriate tests (e.g. Faecal Egg Count reduction Test). Where the results of the test(s) strongly suggest resistance to a particular anthelmintic, an anthelmintic belonging to another pharmacological class and having a different mode of action should be used.

Resistance to ivermectin/triclabendazole has been reported in Teladorsagia (Ostertagia) circumcincta in sheep. Therefore the use of this product should be based upon local (regional, farm) epidemiological information about susceptibility of the Teladorsagia (Ostertagia) circumcincta and recommendations on how to limit further selection for resistance to anthelmintics.
Special precautions 
Special precautions to be taken by the person administering the medicinal product to animals
In case of accidental spillage onto skin or into the eyes wash immediately with water. Take off any contaminated clothes.
Do not eat, drink or smoke whilst handling the product. Wash hands and exposed skin before meals and after work.
Adverse reactions None known.

Use during pregnancy and lactation
The safety of this combination of active ingredients has not been shown during pregnancy or lactation or in animals intended for breeding. No alteration of lactation has been reported for ivermectin and triclabendazole when used as monotherapy in sheep. Therefore it should be used in lactating animals only according to a risk:benefit analysis by the responsible veterinarian.
